Our rationale:

We have noticed an increase in nutritious lunches since the microwaves were
restricted. We no longer have Popcorn, Pizza Pops Corn Dogs and the like coming
on a daily basis.

We no longer have long line ups to re -heat food, resulting in reduced eating time
for those at the end of the line up.

We have a listening program while we eat lunch, the amount of movement and
beeping noises caused by the microwaves would be a distraction to listening to
the music selections.
